IBQ Psychometric information

The Inadequate Boundaries Questionnaire  (IBQ: Scharf & Mayseless, 2005) assesses different types of blurring boundaries within the family.

Psychometric information is based on two studies : Israeli sample 120 18-year old adolescent girls and their mothers and father, and US sample 70 18-year old adolescent girls and their mothers and fathers.
(1) Guilt induction (8 items: Cronbach girls Israeli sample = .85 and .79 for mother and father respectively; mothers = .79, .75; fathers = .83, .68 for Israeli and Us samples respectively). 
(2) Lack of boundaries (6 items: Cronbach girls Israeli sample = .74 and .76  for mother and father respectively; mothers = .69, .63;  fathers = .76, .62 for Israeli and Us samples respectively). 
(3) Parentification (8 items: Cronbach girls Israeli sample = .80 and .76 for mother and father respectively;  mothers =.82, .75;  fathers =.84 .82, for Israeli and Us samples respectively.)
(4) Triangulation (5 items: Cronbach girls Israeli sample = .67 and .73 for mother and father respectively;  mothers =.79 .69;  fathers =.73 .73, for Israeli and Us samples respectively).
(5) The use of Psychological control (8 items: Cronbach girls Israeli sample = .80 and .83 for mother and father respectively;   mothers =.64, .77;  fathers =.70, .77 for Israeli and Us samples respectively). 
(a) In girls' reports intercorrelations between similar aspects for mother and father (e.g., guilt inducing by mother and guilt inducing by father) were high and ranged between .74 and .87.  
(b) Within each reporter intercorrelations among the scales were moderate (circa .40) besides the correlations between guilt inducing and psychological control that were high (circa .70) 
(c) Correlations between scales assessing the same aspect across reporters (e.g., mother and daughter's reports on guilt inducing by mother) were small to moderate and ranged between .17 to .47 with a mean of .34.
